THE International Cost Congress of Employmng

Americans’ Frinters, which met towards the close of last year
Cost. in Chicago, recommended the adoption of a
uniform cost finding system, as follows, in all

printing offices thronghout the United States, Canada and Mexico.

1, For the purpose of arriving at the cost of production of
printing, the standard unit of product shall be the hour in the
several departments.

3. That the standard hour cost shall be the gross cost, namely,
labour, plus all overhead expense, department and office.

3. That the standard method of caring for the overhead
expenses shall be to charge direct to each department all necessary
items and to distribute office or general overhead expense on the
basis of total department costs, including pay-roll.

4, " A "'That stock handling, storage and shipping chall be
kept as a sepatrate department or departments and niay be included
as an item of the general overhead to the end that same be included
in gross cost of mechanical department. = B That to cover cost
of handling stock it is suggested that a minimum of 10 per cent. be
added to the delivered price at the plant. Profit to be added to
this amount,

5. That the standard rate of depreciation on machines to be
charged to cost of production shall be 10 per cent. annually of
original purchase price.

. That the siandard rate of depreciation on type shall be 2
per cent. of its original cost.

7. That the standard rate of depreciation on type stands,
chases, stones, etc., shall be 10 per cent. per amnum of their
original cast.

8. ‘That the standard rate to be charged off for bad debts shall
be 1 per cent. of volume of yearly sales.

9. ‘That in the operation of a printing plant to its average
capacity, a minimum profit be 25 per cent, added o cost of pro-
duction, y

LMOST incomprehensible figures were mentioned at the last
genern]l meeting of the Amalgamated Press. Ltd. The
Chairman, Mr. Hartley Aspden, said that they had every

reason to be gratified with the results of the year's trading. The
total number of publications sold last vear was 341,143,450, heing
an increase of 11,543,187 on the previous yenr. After wnting off

£25.000 for depreciations, the profits amount to £ 239 463 4s. 34,
The sum of £25.000 has again been placed to reserve, and £20,000,
out of the large amount brought forward last year, has been utilized
i the reduction of goodwill and copyright.  The investments of the
Company amount to £ 537,000, the bulk of which is invested o
Newfoundland. A long communicition was read from Lord
Northcliffe, who at the time of the mweting was in Newfoundland,
in respect to the Company's prospects in that territory. A dividend
of 50 per cent. per annum was declared on the ordinary shares for
the last six months, making, with the interim dividend of 30 per
cent. for the previous six months, 40 per cent. for the vear. 25,000
was placed to reserve, which now stands at £ 300,000.

The report of Waterlow & Soms, Lid., for the wear ended
September 30th last, shows a profit on the year's trading, after
allowing for depreciations, bad debts, etc., of £151,808. A dividend

In connection
with the emergency fund and pension scheme, established for the
benefit of the workpeople, the directors have spent £18,088 in
pensions, payments to widows and grants in cases of distress and
sickmesz sinee the ineeption of the schames,
