by 6in., tnless a certain basis can be found on which to make the
caleulation it is usvally very much underestimated., “When it is
rememberad that ink of an averape price of 35 per 1h. 15 heing
used, a few extra pounds nbove the quantity estimated may turn
into a very poor bargain what appeared on the estimate sheet to
show a good profit.  The class of machine to be used needs to he
taken into consideration also.  Within the last few weelks the
writer had occasion to prnt 150,000 three-colour posteards on a
roval evlinder {(twelve up) and within a few weeks to repeat the
arder, printing four up on platen presses.  For future reference the
quantity of ink used was carefully kept, and it was found that about
4 1b. more had been used on the platens than on the eylinder.
This, doubtiess, was partly explained by the fact that the run for
each colour on the evlinder was 13,250, about (wo dave” actual
running time; while each colour on the platens was 40,000, or
abouat hve days run, allowing for overs in each caze. Thus much
more ink was wasted in the increased number of tmes the platens
required washing up, Experience has proved, however, that for
runs of 10,000 or more the safest method 1= to find the number of
square inches contained 1 the print and to allow $d. per sguabe
el for all three colours per LW, To print 10,000 or 25,000
double crown sheets containing eight three-colour blocks 9 m. by
