or other, the evidence of man's thought and skill having been ex-
pended upon it, and sur printed pages, books, fc.. are witnesses, in
their formal type, binding, and other particulars, of human handi-
work., Therefore, we must not so add to the matter an the page, or
so dispose the matter itself, as to nullify in any way the feeling of
unity, by the introduction of naturalistic and discordant elements,
Now, the fact of having differing elements which require to be
united leads ns to the consideration of the Propoertion which shall
exist between them. Ruskin tells us in * The Seven Lamps of
Architecture,” that * Wherever proportion exists at all, one member
of the composition must be larger than, or in some way supreme
sver, the rest. There is no proportion between equal things, They
can have symmetry only, and symmetry without proportion is not
composition. . To compose is to arrange unequal things,
and the first thing to be done in beginning a composition 15 to
determine which is the principal thing.” Again, he says, Have
one principal thing and several inferior things, and bind them well
together.” Had it heen possible to bring and pass round actual
plants instead of having diagrams, yon wonld have been able to see
still better the exquisiteness of Nature's compositions, as all illustra-
tion must fail to give the finer detals, and the photograph gives a
false idem of the perspective of the parts; but if the llustrations
give yon in any way a greater appreciation of the principles upon
which Nature works in composing her masterpieces {and con-
sequently a greater understanding of what 1= true beanty), and of how
some of the principles of beauty may be used in printing, [ shall
not have spaken altogether in vain, We will therefure examine, in
the portfalio of specimens, the photograph of & spray of * Creeper,”
and see what we can learn as to proportion. First: The main
elements are the leaves, the stem, and the stalks, and [ think we
shall bave no difficulty m recogmising the leaves as parts of grealest
interest.
