This cuf-out impression 15 then secured
in reghister tooan impression on the tympan, care being used that
no lumps of paste are attached,  This sheet pasted in register on
the tvmpan agts as a male die to the impression in the form of a
female die and holds the impression up from the edges so that it is
not visible oo the reverse ol the sheet.

The inexperienced have trouble in printing vigneited edges
cleanky becapse they retain too much impression on the edges by
not huilding the eut up enough in the centre and by culting away
oo mucl of the edge. By cattimg deeply the impression is re-
micved not only from the edge but also from the parts inside the
vdge;, and these no longer bear off the impression [rom the edge,
which remains heavy as before.
